REGULATIONS RELATING TO THE GRADING, PACIKING AND MARIING OF MAIZE
INTENDED FOR SALE tN THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH AFRICA

SCHEDULE
Doflnitions

1. In these raguigtions any word or exprasslon to which a meaning hes been assignad
In the Act shall have that meaning and, unless the context otherwise Indlcates -

"bag" means a bag manufactured from -
{a) jute or phormium or a mixture of jute and phormium; or
{b} poiyprppylene that complles with SABS specliication CKS632;
"bulis contalner” means any vehicle or cantainer In which bulk malze Is stored of {ransporiad-

"sonelgnment’ means -

(a) a quantity of maize of the same class, which beiongs to the same ownar, dellverad at any
ong time under cover of the same consignmeant note, dellvery note or racelpt note, or
delivared by the same vehlels or bulk container, or loaded from the same bin of 2 grain

slevator or from a ship's hold; or

()] in the case where a quantity referred 1o In paragraph (a), is subdivided inie differant

grades, each such quantity of each of the different grades;

‘coffee stalned maize kernels” means maize kernels with a shiny brown colour that occurs anywhere an

the perlearp of the maize kernel;
‘container” means a bag ot a bulk container:

“defective malze kernels® means malze kernels and pieces of maize kernois-

(&) that are shrivelled, obvicusly mmature, frost-damaged, heat damaged, waler damaged,

mouldy or chalky;

{b) that are discoloured by external factors such as water and surn: Provided that discoloration
on both sides of the maize kernel limiled to less than a quarter from the botiom tip of the
maize kerrel shall not be considered as defective; axidation stained maize kermnels; coffee
stained maize kernels; and pinked maize kernels shall not be considered as defective:

{c) that have sprouted, Including kernels of which the shoot (plumuls) in the germ is visibly

discolourad:
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{d) that have cavities in the germ or endosperm caused by insecis or rodents;

(8) that ars visibly soiled (smeared) or confaminated by smef, fire, soil, smoke or coal-dust;
{5) ah matter that can pass through the 8,35 mm round-hole sieve; and

()] that ara of subspecies other than Zea mays indaniata or Zea mays induraia.

{i irregularity of shape and size of maize kernels shalt not affect the grading
thereof;

(i chipped or cracked maize Kernels or pleces of maize kernels which are in a
sound condition and which appear in & sample of maize, but which do not pass
through a 6,85 mm round-hole sieve, shalf not be regarded as defective maize
karnels under these reguiations;

*discoloured maize kernels" means maize Kernels that are as a resulf of environmental conditions more
than 25% discoloured on both sides of the kernei, excluding coffes stained malze kemnels,
oxidation stained maize kernels and pinked maize kernels;

“foreign matter’ means sl matier above the sleve other than maize, glass, stote, coal, dung o metal,

“frost damaged" means maize kernets that are covered with wrinkles on both sides of the kernel to the
crown and have a peari-like appearance. Maize kernels of which the bran is flaking Is considered
frost damaged i signs of frost damage are present;

*heat damaged” means kemels that are as a resulf of external heat or internal fermentation affected with
excess moisture and have at least one of the following characteristics:

{a) Kernels or pieces of kemhels ihat are amber, brown, dark-brown or black discoloured;
{b} Kernels of which the germ has dark-brown to black discoloration;

“insect’ in relation to maize, means any live insect which is injurious to stored grain, irespective of the
stage of development of the insect;

“isaize” means the threshed kernels or pieces of kernels of the plants of Zea mays indurata and Zea mays
indentata or one or more crossings of the two types;

"mouldy"” means kernels or piecas of kernels that-
{(a) are visibly infected by fungi and are characterised by black, blue, green, yellow or white
fungt growth anywhere on the kernel, or are characterised by fungi growth underneath the
bran layer of the kernef;

{b) are infected by ear-rot and are characterised by red, pink or brown discoloraions. The
kernels are partially to completely infacted;

a result of genetic (characteristics) compaosition have another colour than white, excluding
pinked maize kernels; ‘

() yallow maize, means maize kernels or pieces of maize kernels of which the endosperm
as a result of genetic (characteristics) composition have another colour than yellow;
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“oxidation stained maize kernels" means maize kernels with a shiny light brown colour that are
discoloured from the crown and not from the tip cap;

"pinked malze kernels "means kernels and pieces of kemels of wiile malze of which the pericarp or part
thereof is shaded red or pink in colour;

"polsonous seeds” means seeds or part of seeds of plant spacies that may in terms of the Foodstufis,
Cosmetics and Disinfectants Act, 1872 {Act No. 54 of 1972) represent a harard 1o human or
animal health when consumed, including seeds of Argemone mexicana, Convolvulus spp.,
Crotalaria spp., Datura spp., lpomoea spp. Lofium temulenium, Ricinus communis or Xanthium

spp;

"shrivelied or obvicusly immature malze kerrels” means maize kernels with a thin and shyurken
appearance;

"sprouted maize kernels” means maize kemels which have sprouted so far that developing roots and/or
sprouts are clearly visible, or the shoot (plumaule} in the germ Is visibly discoloured;

"the Act' means the Agricultural Product Standards Act, 1990 (Act No. 118 of 1990);

"the 6,35 mm round-hole sieve"means a sieve-

10. {1} A sample of a consighment of maize shall -
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(a5 in the case of malze delivered in bags and subject o regulation 11, be obtained
by sampling at least ten per cent of the bags, chosen from that consignment at
random, with a bag probe: Provided that atleast 25 bags In & consignment shall
ba sampled and where a consignment consists of less than 25 bags, allthe bags
in that consignment shall be sampled; and

o] in the cass of maize delivered In bulk and subject to regutation 10, be obtained by
sampling thai conslgnment throughout the whole depth of the layer, in et least six
differant places, chosen at random in that bulk guantiy, with a bulk sampiing
apparatus.

(&) have a fotal mass of at lsast 10 kg; and

() be thoroughly mixed by reans of dividing before further examination.

{4} A sample taken in terms of these regulations shall be deemed representative of the
consignment from which it was taken.

Sampling If contents differ

11, (1} 1f, afier an examination of the maize taken from different bags in & consighment in terms
of regitlation 10(1), it appears that the contents of those bags differ substantially -

(a) the bags concerned shall be placed separately;

{b} all the bags in the consignment concerned shalt be sampled in order o do such
separation; and

{) each group of bags with simiar contents in that consignment shall for the
purposes of these regulations be deemed fo be a separate consignment.

2 If, after the discharge of a consignment of maize in bulik has commenced, K s suspected
ihat the consignment could be of a class or grade other than that determined by means of the initial
sampling, the discharge shall immediately be stopped and the part of the consignment rematining in the
builk container, as well as the grain that is already in the coflecting tray, shall be sampled anew with a buik
sampling apparatus or by catching at least 20 samples at regular intervals throughout the whole officading
period with a suitable container from the stream of grain that is flowing in bufk.

Waorking sample

12 A working sampls shall be obtained by dividing the representative sample of the conglgnment
according to the ICC 101/1 method.

13. A sample of & consignment of maize shali be sensorial assessad or chemlcally analysed In order
to determine -

4. A consignment of maize shall be sensorial assessed and a sample of that consignment shall be
sensorial assessed and sarled by kand in order to determine whether the sample containg glass, metal,
coal, dung, insects, stones and poisonous seeds.

Determination of percentage of forelon matier

15. The percentage of foreign matter in a consignment of maize shall be determined as follows:

Determination of percentage of defective maize kernels

16. The percentage of defective maize kemnels in a consignment of maize shall be determined as

Obtain a working sample with a mass of at least 150g from the sample of the
consignment.

Place the working sampie on the 8, 35 mm round-hole sieve and screen the sample by
moving the sieve 20 strokes to and fro, allemately away from and towards the operator of
ihe sieve. Move the sieve, which rests on & labie or other suitable smooth surface, 250
mm to 460 mm away from and towards the operator with each stroke. The prescribed 20
strokes must be completed within 20 {0 30 seconds.

Determine the mass of the mafter that has passed through the sieve and express itas a
percentage of the mass of the working sampie.

Remove all defective maize kermels from that part of the working sample remaining on the
sieve and determine the mass thereof.

Express the mass as a percentage of the mass of the working sample,
Caleulate the sum of the masses determined in terms of paragraphs (¢ and (d).

Express the combined mass cakculated in terms of paragraph (f) as a percentage of the
mass of the werking sample.

in the case of yellow maize the percentage obtained -

(i) In the case of white maize, the percentage obtained in terms of paragraph (g) represents
the percentage of defective maize kernels in the consignment concerned,

Determination of percentage of other polour malze kernels

17. Thae percentage of other colour maize kernals In & consignment of malze shsll be determined as
follows:

(a} Obtain a working sample with a mass of at least 150g from the sample of the
consignment,

(b} Remave all other colour maize karnels from the working sample and determine the mass
thereof.

{t) Express the mass thus determined as a percentage of the mass of the working sample.
{d) Such percentage shall represent the percentage of other colour maize kernels in the
consignment concermned.

Determination of percentage of pinked malze kernols

18. The percentage of pinked maize kernels in a consignment of maize shall be determined as follows:

{a) Obtain a working sample with 2 mass of at least 150g from the sample of the

consignment.

{b) Remove all pinked maize kerneis from the working sample and determines the mass
ihereof, '

©) Express the mass thus determined as a percentage of the mass of the working sample.

{d) Such percentage shall represent the perceniage of pinked maize kemels in the
consignment concerned.

PART Vi
MOISTURE CONTENT

Determination of moisture content

19. Tha moisture content of a consignment of maize may be determined according o any suitable
method: Provided that the resulis thus obtained are in accordance with the maximum permissibie deviation
for a class 1 moisture meter as detafied in I1SO 7700/ 1based on the resulis of the 72 hour, 103°C oven
dried method (AACC Method 44-154).

OFFENCE AND PENALTIES
20. Any person who contravenes or falis to comply with any provision of these reguiations shall be

guilty of an offence and upon conviction be liable to a fine or imprisonment in terms of section 11 of the
